Course Description:  
This course is an introduction to Federal Individual Income Taxation with emphasis on statutory 
materials, principles, procedures and terminology.  Special attention is made to tax problems 
encountered by individual tax payers and the basic concepts of gross income, exclusions, adjusted 
gross income, deductions, exemptions and tax credits.

1. Demonstrate knowledge of how to assess and evaluate the information required to 
file a federal tax return. 

2. Prepare and analyze an individual tax return to include various income sources, 
adjustments to income, itemized deductions and tax credits.

B. Homework 
 Homework is not graded and on your own. I recommend you do all of the multiple choice questions 
and problems at the end of each chapter. Group 4, Comprehensive Problems which are the tax 
return preparation assignments, will be very useful in helping you understand tax return preparation 
and help you in completing your final project, a comprehensive tax return. 
Solutions to all of the end of each chapter questions, problems and select Comprehensive tax 
returns will be provided. I recommend your first attempt to do the problems before looking at the 
solutions. The homework problems will be similar to the quiz problems which will be a mixture of 
multiple choice questions, problems and simple tax returns or parts of a tax return. 
 
C. Quizzes and  Exams  
     Quizzes and Exams will be given online in Catalyst.  Quizzes will be given at the end of each 
chapter, start on Sunday and end on Monday night. You will be given 4 hours to complete each 
quiz. Exam 1 will be open from Sunday, May 17 at  6:00 am to Monday, May 18 at 11:30 pm  –  
you will have three hours to complete the exam once you have logged in. The exam covers 
chapters 1 to 4. Exam 2, the Final Exam  will be open on Sunday, June 21 at  6:00 am to midnight 
to Monday, June 22 at 11:30 pm. You will have three hours to complete the exam once you have 
logged in. The exam covers chapters 5 to 8.
