1. Examine the steps required, the support available, and the tactics commonly employed by
entrepreneurs starting a business.

2. Critically evaluate business plans in terms of feasibility, investment potential, risk, and
completeness.

Course Description

This course provides students with an introduction to the potential and pitfalls of Entrepreneurship.
Students will learn about the various methods for starting up, managing and financing a new venture.
Students will get a chance to evaluate real world business plans and videos of entrepreneurs.



Course Requirements

Reading: Each week you will have approximately two chapters to master. You should read the assigned
text chapter, complete the assignment, and then submit a post in the chapter discussion forum.

Assignments (130 Points Total): Each chapter you will be expected to answer questions in a chapter
assignment. The assignments are varied; they involve tasks such as web research, video case studies, a
team problem, or even a role-play exercise. Points earned in the assignments will be evaluated
according to the Assignment Rubric provided in the table below. There are no make-ups if you miss an
assignment deadline.
