A homework assignment will be provided. T he selected problems are representative ofthose that you can expect to see onexams.
Thishomework assignment represents the minimum number of problems that you should complete. A maximum often pointsof
extra credit (for the entire quarter) will be awarded for submission of the assigned homework showing all work. Sloppy
work will be returned ungraded. Homework assignments are due on the day of the exam forall chapters that have been completely
coveredduringthe lecture. Stapleall chapterstogether. Anadditional 10 points of extracreditwill be awarded for the

completion and submission of 90+ % of the problemsin the text.
