There will be 5 group quizzes (16% total) throughout the quarter. They will last
approximately 75 min. You are allowed to work with up to 2 other people during the
group quiz. You must submit your own quiz. You are only allowed to use a pencil / pen &
graphing calculator. You may not make up a quiz after it has been administered, but you
may take a quiz early if allowed by Danny. You may drop your lowest quiz; however, you
are not allowed to drop a quiz in which you cheat.

There will be 12 classwork assignments (5% total). Each Tuesday, you will complete a
classwork assignment covering problems from the most recently covered sections in the
course. Credit will be based on completion of the assignment. The lowest classwork will
be dropped.

There will be 4 examinations (44% total). They will last approximately 80 min each. You
are only allowed to use a pencil / pen, eraser, graphing calculator, & note card (that I
will distribute) For the final exam, you will be allowed fo use a pencil / pen, eraser,
graphing calculator, & note card. You may not make up an exam after it has been
administered, but you may take an exam early if allowed by the instructor.
