Course Description: This course will develop low-advanced skills for writing clear,
organized, and well-developed multi-paragraph compositions. We will also develop low-
advanced skills in grammar, sentence structure, and editing. In addition, the course is
designed to help you develop reading skills through extensive reading of college-level
material. In the reading part of this course we will focus on improving your reading
comprehension, summary writing skills, vocabulary, and your ability to infer meaning.

Any writing
that is not your own will not receive a grade.
