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SYLLABUS

Scope: This course is designed to expose you to a wide range of artistic and art historical
knowledge. After an introductory chronological survey of pre-historic through modern art, the
course will take a thematic approach and will concentrate on the methods artists use to achieve
their stylistic effects, as well as an analysis of the role art plays in cultures and societies. By the
end of this quarter you will be able to identify various artistic periods and styles, demonstrate
critical analysis of artworks, and make use of artistic academic vocabulary.

Reading: The text is strongly recommended, but not required.

Exams:  There will be one short quiz every week, for a total of 11 quizzes. Each quiz will be
multiple choice. In addition, there will be one midterm and one final exam that will
consist of free response questions. NOTE: in accordance with De Anza College
regulations, if you opt not to take the final exam, you will NOT pass the class. No
makeup exams will be given except in cases of emergencies.

Paper: The paper assignment will require a virtual trip to a museum, and will consist of an
analysis of one or two pieces of art. Further details will be discussed in class.
