A series of exercises and projects will emphasis creative problem solving in different aspects of Sulpture
concepts. You will also be introduced to various Artist. All projects will be approved by instructor before starting.

For the duration of the class, you will develop a sketchbook of ideas, images ,technical concepts, questions or just words
that will become a source book of images and ideas for your  work. This will become indispensable as you work through
the quarter as a communication tool between student and instructor.  I suggest you spend 20 minutes per day sketching,
writing or drawing an object or collecting images .
